PRACTICE COMMITMENT/ATTENDANCE

Attendance is crucial in this sport for each team to have a successful season! While we

will not have practice days & times until September 3, 2024, we want everyone to expect

a 1 day practice schedule! We offer tumbling at our gym & highly encourage adding the

extra class to help your athlete’s success!

Come practice time (September 9, 2024) athletes are given SIX hours of UNEXCUSED

absences to be used throughout the whole season. The excused vs unexcused absences

are laid out in our Parent Policies Contract attached below! Once the hours are all used

they may not miss any more. Any vacations or trips that are already planned must be

given to coaches BEFORE SEPTEMBER 9, 2024 otherwise they will NOT be excused.

These hours may NOT be used the 2 weeks prior to competition or else athletes will not

be eligible to compete at the event.
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COMPETITIONS

Our half year program continues to grow & our competition experience does with it! Our

half year teams will attend 3 competitions throughout the season & 1 showcase at the

beginning of the year! Our competitions will happen between the months of

February-April. Our regular season competitions do call for travel anywhere from 1

hour to 4 hours. The TENTATIVE competition schedule will be made public come

Summer in our interest group! Athletes may NOTmiss competitions or showcase except

for extraneous circumstances.

FINANCIAL COMMITMENT

This program is a half year sport. For that reason our tuition scale runs September-April.

We also have other costs that come up in the beginning of the season for music,

choreography, practice gear, uniform, & USASF membership. Below is an attached copy

of breakdowns for our half year teams.
